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In selecting a child care program for your child, one of your first choices will be what type of child 
care to enroll your child in: 
 

�   A child care center      �   A group child care home       �   A family child care home 
 

While any of these types of facilities may provide excellent care, some parents and children pre-
fer the smaller, more family-like atmosphere of a family child care home.  Others prefer the vari-
ety and atmosphere of a group child care home or a child care center. 

A Parent’s Guide To 
Choosing Child Care 

* License-exempt facilities, such as nursery schools or those operated by religious organizations, 
must meet certain health and safety regulations.  These facilities receive an annual fire, sanitation, 
and health and safety inspection. 

 

·  Conducted in a location other than the provider's permanent residence, or separate from 
the provider's living quarters. 

·  Care is provided for children not related to the child care provider for any part of the 
twenty-four hour day. 

·  Unless exempt*, must be licensed and receives fire and sanitation inspections every  
year. 

·  Health and safety inspections are conducted by the Bureau of Child Care Safety and   
Licensure two times per year. 

Child Care Center Characteristics �

·  Conducted in a location other than the provider's permanent residence, or separate from 
the provider's living quarters. 

·  Care is provided for 11 but not more than 20 children not related to the child care pro-
vider, for any part of the twenty-four hour day. 

·  Unless exempt*, must be licensed and receives fire and sanitation inspections every 
year. 

·  Health and safety inspections are conducted by the Bureau of Child Care Safety and Li-
censure two times per year. 

Group Child Care Home Characteristics 
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Family Child Care Home Characteristics 
·  Care is provided for no more than 10 children not related to the child care provider for any 

part of the twenty-four hour day. 

·  No license is required if the family child care home provider cares for four (4) or less        
children. 

·  Unless exempt*, must be licensed and receives fire and sanitation inspections every year. 

·  Health and safety inspections are conducted by the Bureau of Child Care Safety and        
Licensure two times per year. 

Child Care License 
 

Homes or centers in which care is provided for more than four children unrelated to the caregiver, 
must be licensed by the Bureau of Child Care Safety and Licensure.  No license is required if the 
family child care home provider cares for four (4) or less children. 

 

When evaluating a licensed center, group home, or family child care home for your child, ask to 
see whether it has a license issued by the Department of Health.  This license, which must be 
posted in plain sight, will tell you the number and ages of children that may be cared for at any one 
time and whether night and evening care can also be provided. 

 

A license ensures you that the home has been inspected by the Department of Health's Bureau of 
Child Care Safety and Licensure – and that it meets the Department of Health's basic licensing re-
quirements.  It is not, however, a guarantee that a given center or family child care home will be 
right for your child.  You – as the child©s parent – must decide whether a  specific facility meets your 
child's particular needs! 
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Evaluating Childcare  
Services 

The following suggestions may help you in choosing a childcare 
home or center for your child: 
 

·  Visit the home/center at a time when you can observe the children's activities and interview the 
childcare provider. 

·  Visit the home/center more than once, with at least one of the visits unannounced. 
·  Schedule one of your visits near closing time so that you can discuss the program with other 

parents as they come for their children. 
·  Determine whether the children receive the kind of individual attention you would like for you 

own child. 
·  Discuss whether the childcare provider encourages parents to visit and to ask questions. 
·  Get to know the children enrolled in the home/center and their parents so that you can share 

information and common experiences. 
 

Admission and Records 
 
·  When you enrolled your child in the home/center, were you asked to provide identifying informa-

tion about your child to enable the caregiver to meet the child's individual needs? 
·  Were you asked to supply a medical report no more than 12 months old that indicated that your 

child had been immunized? 
·  Did you sign “consent forms” for emergency medical treatment, persons authorized to pick up 

your child , and trips away from the home/center? 
·  Did you give the caregiver information on how to contact you, or another designated person, in 

an emergency? 
 

Programs for Children 
 
·  Is there a program of daily activities? 
·  Does the childcare program provide a variety of activities geared to the age levels and develop-

mental needs of the children served? 
·  Does the program provide for a balance of active and quiet play? 
·  Is there regularity in such routines as eating, napping and toileting, with enough flexibility to re-

spond to the needs of individual children? 
·  Do daily activities include indoor and outdoor play? 
·  Is there a supervised nap period for children under 5 and a quiet time for children who are 5 and 

older?

The Childcare Family 
 

·  Does the caregiver communicate comfortably with you, especially about your child and 
care giving methods, values and goals? 

·  Does the caregiver communicate well with children? 
·  Does the program have a sufficient variety of toys and equipment available to stimulate 

your child's imagination? 
·  Are toys and equipment stored so that children may make choices while in free play? 

·  If transportation is provided by the home/center, are age-appropriate safety restraints used 
for all children? 

·  Are activity areas, equipment and materials arranged so that staff can observe children at 
all times? 

·  Are children's nutritional needs met? Are children served lunch and mid-morning and mid-
afternoon snacks? 

·  Are there simple, understandable rules that set the limits of behavior for the protection of 
the group and individuals?

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Did you ever think a child in your care was being abused,  

but you weren't sure? Ask yourself some simple questions. 

 
Does the child often have bruises, welts, or burns? 
Does the child talk about beatings or poor treatment? 
Is the child usually dirty or wears torn or dirty clothing? 
Is the child often dressed poorly for the weather? 
Does the child get enough to eat? 
Does the child talk about being hungry or missing meals because of punishment? 
Does the child stay at neighbors' homes at mealtimes? 
Does the child cry a lot? 
Does the child seem to be afraid of a lot of things? 
Does the child seem to be left alone a lot? 
Do you see the child wandering around the neighborhood at unusual times? 
Is the child sometimes locked out of the house by the parents? 
Is the child forced to take over an adult's jobs? 
Is the child overworked? 
Are there really poor conditions in the child's home? 
Does the child have emotional problems or an illness and 
the parents refuse to take him to a doctor? 
Do the parents leave small children at home alone? 
Do the parents act like they don't care when you talk with them about 
the child's problems? 
Do the parents not care for their child because of their use of alcohol or drugs? 
Do the parents use extreme punishment: 
• hard shaking 
• locking the child in a room or closet 
• using objects like belts or cords to hit a child or tie them up 
 

If you answer “ yes”  to any of these questions,  
there may be reasons for thinking a child is being abused.  

 

Parents who abuse their children are not much different from everyone else. In 
most cases, they love their children and want to care for them. But they have 
problems dealing with some kinds of stress and they lash out at their children. 
Parents who abuse need help to learn how to take care of their stress and learn 
about their children's needs.
